All legislation is due on the Friday before every committee meeting, by 12 noon.  The Web site will allow you to write the bill from a template and submit it electronically to Staff Secretary Diana Rhodes (drhodes@ku.edu).  For questions regarding the Web site process, contact Andy Haverkamp (handy@ku.edu) or for bill writing assistance, email StudEx Chair Alex Earles (alex2007@ku.edu).
Even though Friday is the “deadline,” it is not the only time you can turn in legislation.  The sooner you turn in legislation – the better!  Please submit all legislation to Diana Rhodes, Student Senate Staff Secretary (drhodes@ku.edu).

The Process:

1. Meet with the group to fill out the information on the Senator Requirements for Funding Legislation form (see next page).  Once filled out, write the legislation for the group. Special Event funding legislation must include the date(s) of the event.    
2. Legislation will receive committee assignment by the Student Body Vice President.

3. Legislation will be posted on the Senate bulletin Board and to the Senate list-serv by the following Monday.

4. Standing committee chairs are responsible for distributing legislation to committee members in a hard copy format.

5. Authoring/Sponsoring Senators are responsible for assuring that the Student Group attends the assigned committee meetings and the following senate meeting.

Special Notes
1. Be sure to know Student Senate funding guidelines!  They can be found in Article VII, Section 2.5.5 and Appendix I of Rules & Regulations.  Do Not Promise funding for things/events that we cannot fund!
2. Resolutions should be thoughtful and respectful in their wording.  Make 
sure you know the subject well.  These will be sent to offices, media 
sources, etc. outside of Student Senate.
3. You must attend (or send a proxy to) events that you fund.  Then fill out the required event follow-up sheet, and email to Matt Shaw (mattshaw@ku.edu) or put it in his mailbox.  Not doing so counts as an unexcused absence.
